Each year, the
AUC Scholarship Fund awards scholarships to students on the basis
of merit and financial need. The focus is on talented students (both
Dutch and international] who might otherwise be prevented from
accepting their place at AUC due to their financial circumstances. The
ASF is funded by donations from a variety of sponsors, stakeholders
and individuals. This generous support has allowed the ASF to
support hundreds of students in completing their undergraduate
studies at Amsterdam University College and setting them up for
success after graduation.
